Think I was 
probably in a daze all day Sat., finally hit home 
when he was not there Sun. morning. 
Bailey was such a gentle soul, he loved doing his 
therapy visits, lots of attention.  He was in 7th 
heaven whenever people would put hands on him 
to pet him. 
He'll be in my thoughts and heart forever.  Now he 
joins Rusty, Jake, Brent, Star, and Laddie at the 
Rainbow Bridge, having fun romping together. 
Thank you Bailey for a job well done while you 
were with me.  I Love You.

AKC May Board Meeting 
New York, NY - Highlights from the May 2009 
meeting of the AKC Board of Directors are as fol-
lows:  

¨ The Guidelines for Conformation Dog Show 
Judges were amended to prohibit a judge from 
using the services of an agent for at least four 
months after that agent exhibited under the 
judge. Previously, the Guidelines only specified 
four months before.  

¨ The Board adopted a number of changes rec-
ommended by the Retriever Advisory Commit-
tee as follows:  

· Advice on amateurs judging a professional 
with whom they have a training relationship.  

· Changing "should" to "shall" in a number of 
the Standard Procedures.  

· An amendment to Chapter 8, Section 9, of the 
Retriever Field Trial Rules regarding dogs 
with contagious communicable diseases. This 
will be read at the June 2009 Delegate meet-
ing, with a VOTE in September 2009.  

¨ The Match Regulations were amended to re-
quire clubs to notify AKC no later than 15 days 
prior to holding on "OC" match. This change is 
effective August 1, 2009.  

¨ The Rally Regulations were amended, effective 
immediately, to allow clubs to put the date of the 
trial and the name of the club on the face, back 
tab, or on a label attached to the ribbon.  

¨ The AKC Regulations for Agility Trials were 
amended, effective September 1, 2009, to allow 
clubs to hold a FAST class agility trial on the 
day preceding or following two consecutive days 
of agility trials.

Since 2003, the ASPCA has 
seen an increase by more 
than 200 percent of sago 
palm and cycad poisonings, 
and 50 to 75 percent of those 
ingestions resulted in fatali-
ties. According to Dr. Sharon 
Gwaltney-Brant, veterinary 
toxicologist and vice president 
of the ASPCA Animal Poison Control Center, all 
parts of the plant are toxic, not just the seeds or 
nuts, and common signs of ingestion include vomit-
ing, diarrhea, weakness, depression, seizures and 
liver failure.

Training Class Policies 
All the instructors and staff at ODTC are volunteers.  
They are talented people who give of their time to 
help others.  Please be kind and understand that 
many of us work at other “full time” jobs all day.   

All dogs are to remain on leash or crated unless in 
a training ring. 

Dogs are to pee on “green” – trees, grass, shrubs 
only.   

Handlers are to pick up all solid waste and dispose 
of in containers provided outside at the entrance to 
the building.  Waste should be picked up in plastic 
bags and sealed before disposal. 

Slip chains/choke chains are NOT allowed as a 
training collar in the Puppy Kindergarten, Older 
Puppy/Beginners, and Versatility One classes.  
They may be used to safely escort a dog into and 
out of the building but are not to be used as a train-
ing collar in these classes. 

Rubber-tipped prong collars, buckle collars, martin-
gales, head halter and Gentle Leaders are all ac-
ceptable collars for these classes.   

Puppy Kindergarten & Older Puppy/Beginner stu-
dents are not required to bring a crate to class.  
These students will set up inside their training ring 
and will not have dogs outside in the crate area. 

ALL other students are required to bring a crate or 
ex-pen to class that will safely contain their dog at 

(Continued on page 12) 
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all times.   

Students are cautioned to bring their crates, chairs, 
training bag etc into the building first and get set up 
prior to bringing their dog in.  Be careful going 
through doorways and be sure to keep your dog’s 
focus on you during these times.   

Students are asked to potty their dogs prior to class 
start time.  Classes will begin and end promptly ac-
cording to schedule to accommodate the next 
class.  Please be courteous to others and arrive on 
time (10 minutes early) to begin your class.  If you 
must be late, please take the time to potty your dog 
before you enter the building for class.   

ODTC provides clean-up materials in the event of 
an accident.  Please have the instructor or family 
member hold your dog while you clean up the 
“oops”.   

Barking dogs are annoying to other students.  
Please have a squirt bottle, bark collar, or an assis-
tant to be sure your dog does not interfere in other 
folk’s training class.   

Dogs are not to be “gaited” inside the building.  
Practice outdoors or wait your turn in the class ring.   

Attendance will be taken for each class by the in-
structor.  Please be sure that your instructor has a 
current e-mail address and phone number for you.  
In the event of an emergency class cancellation or 
severe weather warning, each instructor will notify 
their students of the class change.   

Advanced Students (V1, V2, Utility, Prep to Show, 
Rally) You may purchase practice time at the regis-
tration desk.  Practice hours are from 5:00 – 7:00 
pm and the cost is $5.00 for non-members.  Prac-
tice time is limited to ten minutes.  Please be cour-
teous when others are waiting.  You may purchase 
additional time on slow nights or for additional 
dogs.   

Prep to show class on Wednesday evenings is lim-
ited to 9 dogs at 10 minutes each.  Class will run 
6:30 pm – 8:00 pm only. 

Rally students are expected to help set up and tear 
down/put away all Rally training equipment.  Class 
is from 6:30 – 8:00 pm Wednesday 

We wish for everyone to have a safe and enjoyable 

training experience!  Remember to be as kind to 
others as you are to your dog and to be patient with 
your dog! 

If you wish to speak with an instructor and they are 
in the ring training their dog, please do not interrupt 
them.  Wait until they are finished and have the op-
portunity to crate their dog before speaking with 
them.  That allows them time to focus on their own 
dog!
