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Raffle Baskets Continued… 

 A note from Kimberly Gilberts… 
 
 On October 4th I unexpectedly found myself in the ER.  After 16 hours in the waiting room, they finally 
got me a bed at ORMC.  I was there for about 2 days before they did an emergency intubation and trans-
ferred me over to ICU as my body was completely shutting down. I then spent about three weeks on life-
support.  I really don’t remember much of that.  They did all sorts of tests on me, spinal taps, MRIs, CTs, 
X-rays, chemo, steroids, etc. They thought I might have a serious form of cancer, MS, infectious dis-
ease…No one could really tell my family what I had, so they left me on life-support until someone could 
come up with an explanation. 
 After determining that the mass they found on my brainstem was too dangerous to biopsy, someone 
decided to do a cranial angioplasty (go through an artery in my leg up into my brain with a camera basi-
cally).  This is when they discovered a fistula on the right side of my brain. Blood was flowing from an ar-
tery to a vein bypassing the capillaries.  The blood flow was too fast and that is what caused all the pool-
ing at the base of my brain, therefore all the side effects. 
They pretty much operated on me the next day fearing it has already been three weeks and I could have 
even more complications.  While I was on the operating table, I had a venous stroke, which affected my 
left side.  The doctors said I “should” get better, but left it at that. I came out of the operating room com-
pletely paralyzed and unable to speak. 
 On November 3rd I was transferred over to BIRC (Brain Injury Rehab Center).  I then spent the next  
two months of my life learning how to breathe in stages, swallow, eat, speak, and begin getting move-
ment in my limbs. My therapists were great and my main doctor was exceptional.  He took time out of his 
busy day every morning to check on my skin, movement, talk to me, and see if I was making progress.  I 
was very impressed how concerned he is with all his patients. 
 I slowly began to get function in my right hand and learned how to write once my grip was strong 
enough to hold a pen. Of course, that didn’t mean you could actually read what I wrote.  I was still using 
the alphabet on a piece of paper spelling out sentences. As I got stronger, I could wiggle my toes and fi-
nally open my left hand and move my fingers.  I had physical, occupational, speech and recreational ther-
apy every day.  I spent my entire stay there in a motorized wheelchair since I wasn’t strong enough to 
move one on my own. 
 I came home with a hospital bed, manual wheelchair, and walker.  I have been doing physical therapy 
at home since January and finally started Occupational therapy this month.   Life has definitely been a 
struggle learning how to do everything all over again.  My body is physically compared to a two year old.  
My mind thankfully doesn’t seem to be impacted, and my eye test came back fine. 
I still have lots of doctor appointments such as primary care, orthopedic, neurologist, other specialists, 
brace company, and therapists.   Progress seems slow to me, but I’m told I’m still doing really well.  My 
doctor from BIRC has even called me a few times to check on my progress.  I do have some of my thera-
pists and techs on Facebook, so they are keeping folks over there updated as well.  To this day, no one 
really knows what caused the fistula. 
 

 I currently am using a walker for short distances and practicing with a quad cane.  I can do short trips 
in the car, but cannot drive yet.  I still have a lot of independence to get back.  Kira has been great 
through this whole ordeal.  She was allowed to visit me in ICU and she was exceptional visiting other pa-
tients in the hospital.  She did stress a little not knowing why I couldn’t speak to her or move at first, but 
she transitioned great to living with my sister, niece, and nephew.  Kira is now back with me and being a 
great service dog.  She will pick up things such as the phone, paper, sneakers, credit cards, pens, blan-
ket, or whatever I need at the moment.

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SUPPORT SB1852 Regarding Shelters 
and Animal Control Agencies  

Senator Evers has introduced SB1852, which amends 
S.823.15 of the Florida Statutes regarding animal shel-
ters and animal control agencies, requiring them to re-
cord and publicly report certain information about the 
dogs and cats they take in. 

Despite the good work that Florida animal shelters per-
form, it is virtually impossible to determine if they are 
making progress in solving the state's animal control 
problems. Although some shelters collect data about the 
animals they take in, many shelters do not and there is 
no uniform statewide collection or publication of such in-
formation. In order to solve the state's animal control 
problems we must be able to define and quantify the ex-
tent of these problems. 

Some counties lump information about dogs and cats to-
gether making it impossible to tell if we need laws and 
resources for a feral cat problem, a stray or surplus dog 
problem, or an illegal pet import issue. Without accurate 
data, it is difficult to come up with effective solutions to 
reduce shelter animal intakes. 

Among other problems, Florida is being used as a lay-
over state in the pet import business, a very dangerous 
and expensive practice. This is a serious problem be-
cause: 

a) Pets that are imported from other states, territories and 
foreign countries take shelter space away from U.S. dogs 
and cats that Floridian citizens pay taxes to support. 

b) Imported pets displace Floridian pets causing some to 
be euthanized. 

c) Diseases and parasites carried by imported pets put 
both the human and animal health at risk. 

The Centers for Disease Control pronounced canine 
strain rabies eradicated in the U.S. in 2006. Since that 
time, rabies has been discovered in several dogs that 
were imported into U.S. rescues  and animal shelters, a 
disease that is always fatal after the symptoms develop in 

humans or animals. A parasite that threatens U.S. ani-
mals, the screwworm, was also carried into the U.S. on 
an imported dog. See the JAVMA article about the Trini-
dad dog that was imported through Miami and brought 
into Mississippi, where it was diagnosed with screwworm. 

An article on the global stray dog crisis and importation 
from other states and territories includes the Broward Hu-
mane Society. Under the topic "Bringing the Problem 
Home" the material includes information about the 222 
dogs imported into Florida from Puerto Rico and that 
more than 100 of these animals died of parvo or distem-
per. 

The Connecticut legislature is considering a bill to pre-
vent irresponsible pet importation into their state. The 
Connecticut Veterinary Medical Association has given 
testimony in official hearings in favor of this bill and op-
posing pet importation. 

Another article with information on the health risks intro-
duced by imported animals is published here. 

Under SB1852: 
Each year, the public and private animal shelters or ani-
mal control agencies would be required to report the fol-
lowing information concerning the dogs and cats taken in: 

1. surrendered by owner 
2. stray 
3. impounded 
4. confiscated 
5. imported into the state 

Feral cats and community cats are to be recorded sepa-
rately from owned cats. 

The disposition of all animals taken in, by species, shall 
be noted in the following categories: 
1. adopted 
2. reclaimed by owner 
3. died in kennel 
4. destroyed at owner's request 
5. transferred to another releasing agency 
6. euthanized 
All euthanized animals shall be listed. Feral cats are to 
be recorded separately. 

Dogs euthanized should be noted by breed, tempera-
ment, or size. 

Animal shelters or animal control agencies that fail to re-
port the information required within 30 days after the re-
porting date may not adopt animals to the public, transfer 
animals, or euthanize animals until the report is filed with 
the designated county animal control agency. 
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All costs of sterilization shall be paid by the adopter 
unless otherwise provided for by the local governing 
body. 

All sterilizations shall be performed by a licensed veteri-
narian.

The reason you usually have worse lawn burn problems 
with female dogs is because they usually squat 
and urinate when they want to relieve themselves all at 
one time. Males on the other hand usually like to mark 
territory so they urinate smaller amounts at a time. There 
no difference in the urine from males to females. Diet and 
water can affect the pH of urine and can cause a number 
of dog related health problems. 

Dog urine is very high in ammonium nitrate which is what 
is used in many fertilizers and has the same effect on 
grass if you put to much in one spot. What it does is burn 
the grass and the roots and kills all beneficial soil biology 
in the area.  

You can minimize the problem if you get water on the 
spot as soon after it happens as you can.

Pet Health - Yard fertilizers and Chemicals 
 
What you put on your yard and lawn can have a major 
health impact on your dogs. Many of the fertilizers in 
common use and most for the pesticides, Herbicides and 
fungicides can be highly toxic.  

These chemicals can be inhaled and absorbed through 
the skin. Your pets walk through your grass and get these 
chemicals on their fur and carry it into your house or their 
kennel. They will then start to clean their legs and under-
side ingesting high levels of toxic substances. Many of 
these substances can increase the chance of cancer, 
lymphoma, birth defects and decreased fertility and many 

other diseases.  

Even the main ingredients in synthetic fertilizer can be 
harmful to pets it they are allowed to ingest where over 
application has occurred. Studies done at the University 
of Wisconsin-Madison showed that nitrate can cause en-
docrine, immune and nervous system malfunctions and 
well as reproductive problems. Be sure to change any 
water out that has been contaminated by high nitrogen 
fertilizers in that it can be very harmful to all animals. 
Many of the fertilizer you buy will have health warnings 
printed on the bag. 

Another of the main ingredients in fertilizer is phosphorus. 
It in heavy concentrations can be carcinogenic.  

Test have been run on many of the synthetic fertilizers 
commonly use and they have been found to contain 
many heavy metals and have been linked to multiple 
health problems including heavy metal poisoning and 
cancer. 

In one major test of synthetic fertilizers showed that of the 
twenty-nine tested fertilizers twenty-two contained toxic 
heavy metals. These metals are linked to either ecologi-
cal or human health hazards. Most noticeable is the wide 
array of toxic metals that exist in fertilizer: http://

Inert Ingredients - While we know that the active ingredi-
ents in pesticides, herbicides, fungicides and synthetic 
fertilizer can do harm to humans and animals, we forget 
about the inert ingredients. Things like cadmium, toluene 
and hydrocarbons found in these products can be left off 
pesticide labels so some people do not know that they 
are even in the product. With synthetic fertilizer if you buy 
a 10-10-10 you know what 30% of what is in the package 
is, while the other 70% is not regulated and can in many 
cases is the cheapest thing they can buy to fill out the 
bag. Many of these "inert ingredients" have adverse 
health effects on both animals and humans. 

The New York Times reported how a champion ice 
skater, Christina Locek, was sunning herself in her Illinois 
backyard when a lawn care company began spraying in-
secticides onto a neighbor's yard. The article described 
how the spray drifted into Ms. Locek's yard, across her 
and her cat and dog. The cat died within minutes. The 
dog died within a few hours. Ms. Locek collapsed and is 
now permanently disabled and no longer able to com-
pete. 

Let us look at some of the chemicals: 

Insecticides - Many insecticides work by interfering with 
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an insect's nervous system. Even though insecticides kill 
insects, they usually won't kill your pets, but they can 
have a detrimental effect on their nervous system. 

The pesticide Dursban (also called chlorpyrifos), com-
monly used in indoor and lawn pest control, is now show-
ing evidence of causing immune system disorders - De-
partment of Health Science, California State University. 

The pesticide MCPA, used as an ingredient in some lawn 
pesticides, has been found to damage a part of the brain 
known as the blood brain barrier Annual Reviews in Pub-
lic Health. 

The results of another study suggest that organophos-
phate, and carbamate pesticides, can produce behavioral 
manifestations following accidental exposure. The effects 
of the pesticides on activity support the hypothesis that 
these agents may affect the central nervous system. 
Dept. of Pharmacology, University of Mississippi. 

Pet Bladder Cancer Linked to Lawn Pesticide Applica-
tions. Journal of the American Veterinary Medicine Asso-
ciation, April 15, 2004. 

Even using organic pest control products can be very 
dangerous if handled wrong. It is best never to mix two 
different products together in that they can form deadly 
compounds. 

Herbicides - Herbicides kill unwanted plants. 2, 4-D (used 
in Agent Orange during the Vietnam War) is a frequent 
ingredient and is believed to be associated with malig-
nant lymphoma. Fungicides can affect the nervous sys-
tem and cause digestive problems. 

An article published in Environmental and Molecular 
Mutagenesis; found that an unidentified chemical in 
Roundup caused genetic damage in the livers and kid-
neys of animals. 

Deborah Cory-Slechta and colleagues at the University of 
Rochester School of Medicine and Dentistry said that 
some herbicides (paraquat was one mentioned) showed 
clear signs of Parkinson's, a progressive and incurable 
brain illness. 

Fungicides - Fungicides can affect the nervous system 
and cause digestive problems. 

Deborah Cory-Slechta and colleagues at the University of 
Rochester School of Medicine and Dentistry said that 
some fungicides (maneb was one mentioned) showed 

clear signs of Parkinson's, a progressive and incurable 
brain illness. 

Synthetic Fertilizers: Many synthetic fertilizers use materi-
als as fillers that contain excessive amounts of heavy 
metals that can cause various type of cancer. 

Products like "weed and feed"  are a combination of fer-
tilizers and herbicides. This combination is a major dan-
ger to your animals because of the large number of dan-
gerous chemicals this type of product contains. Many 
people who use “weed and feed” fertilizers use it for all 
applications thus bringing the levels of herbicide used to 
a very toxic level.  

 Recommendation: We are a firm believer in a natural 
environment. Organic products can give you great yards 
that are totally safe for you pets, wildlife and children 
while protecting the environment. Changing to an 'all or-
ganic environment' is not easy in many cases, but when 
natures balance has been restored you will find your yard 
is better than ever. Using products, 'A complete natural 
ancient humus', such as Turf and Garden Pro and by Turf 
Pro USA (www.turfprousa.com) can quickly bind up some 
of the harmful chemicals and change them into a much 
less toxic compound.
