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What a remarkable year.  As a Novice A Handler there are a few things 
that you don’t expect to have happen to you with your first dog.  One 
would be an invitation to the National Australian Shepherd Finals, another 
an invitation of the AKC National Obedience Invitational and the third 
would be to get your Obedience Trial Championship.  Yet that is exactly 
what happened to me and my Novice A dog. 
 
Some of you know Jake, excuse me OTCH Boomerang’s Copperhead 
Jake, RE UDX, OM1.  Jake just reminded me that he has letters.  If you looked at him when he was born 
you wouldn’t have seen anything special.  In fact, as Aussies go he’s no conformation superstar.  He does-
n’t have enough white, he has no undercoat and his fur is all wrong.  Jake is a bit of a throw back to the 
original Aussie as it was brought to America.  He looks much more like the herding Aussies you might see 
out west.  As a pup he was quite the bundle of energy.  Aimee and I discussed him several times and 
agreed that he had to go to a working home where he could use that energy constructively. 
 
Several very good obedience handlers came to see the litter and they all loved Jake.  He tested very well 
on the puppy behavioral testing that was done.  But, in the end none of the handlers that we hoped would 
take Jake were ready for a puppy at that time.  As the litter dwindled, I decided that if Jake was the last 
puppy left and we had not found a working home for him, I would take him.  I had watched Aimee train her 
dog, Eli, for a while and thought I might like to train a dog.  I had no thought of competing and knew little 
about the sport of obedience. 
 
I took Jake to ODTC and Chris Jeffery was the trainer in our puppy class.  Chris was impressed with Jake 
and kept saying things like, “this little dog could go places in obedience.”  I was sure she was just being 
nice and could not image that someone could look at a puppy be able to predict how it would do in the ring.  
I was intrigued though and I took the Novice Obedience Class.  Jake seemed to really enjoy the training 
and did well.  We entered our first trial and qualified!  I was hooked. 
 
As many of you know, it isn’t that easy.  We entered other trials and NQd.  Mostly during the long sit exer-
cise.  We worked harder and proofed and before long we were in Open.  Jake liked the Open Training 
Class at ODTC and enjoyed seeing all his dog friends in and around the building.  Getting through Open 
was a little more challenging.  I think that this was because I was training without intention.  I was in Open 
because that was what was next.  Steven Covey in the Seven Habits of Effective People says, “Begin with 
the end in mind.”  If I had known, my training would have been different.  I would have trained on Open and 
Utility exercises much earlier and with more purpose. 
 
We got through Open and then took on Utility.  I found out why they call it Futility.  There are about 40 ways 
to NQ in Utility and I think Jake and I found all of them.  I remember very well the day Jake and I got our 
first leg in Utility.  In some ways, this was as exciting as getting my OTCH.  We plugged along and worked 
hard on perfecting each element of every exercise.  We began to show in Australian Shepherd Club of 
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America (ASCA) trials as well and found out that the additional ring experience did us good. 
 
Time flying the way it tends to do, it got to be September of last year and a letter in the mail invites us to the ASCA Nationals in 
Waco, Texas.  Off we went to compete with the likes of Laurie Sasaki and her unbelievable Aussies, Sassy and Snip.  It’s here 
that I would like to report that we competed and won our class in Nationals but the latter Aussie I just mentioned beat us out of 
first.  It was so exciting though to be standing in the ring getting a ribbon with Laurie standing next to me.  Second place sure 
felt like first. 
 
Next, my little dog got another invitation.  This time it was to Long Beach California to the National Obedience Invitational.  I 
had stewarded at the NOI when it was in Tampa years before and I was reluctant to go.  I knew just how good those dogs 
were.  But all my dog training friends insisted I go and so we began training for the NOI.  We got to California and my one goal 
was, please don’t make a fool of yourself.  Actually my goal was just to get through all the rings without NQing any of the exer-
cises.  At the end of a long, hard day we walked out of the last ring and my little dog had done all I had asked of him. 
 
That night at the banquet, I sat with Lori Sasaki, Louis Fox Meredith and six others as they called out the high scoring dogs in 
their breed.  Unbeknownst to me the US Australian Shepherd Club of America had offered a trophy and as they announced 
the winner, I couldn’t believe they called our names.  They actually said Jake’s name!  I floated up to the stage and received 
our prize and award.  Then they announced the thirty two finalists who would compete the next day in a head to head competi-
tion.  I had guessed, based on the quality of the competition that if we got it, it would be at the bottom of the pack.  They an-
nounced number 32, number 31, number 30, on and on.  I relaxed and accepted that we weren’t finalists.  Somewhere around 
number 24 they called an Aussie’s name and Louis Fox Meredith slapped me on the should and said, “You made it!”  In com-
plete ignorance I said, “How do you know?  Louise patiently informed me that if I had the high scoring Aussie and an Aussie 
just got called, we must have a higher score than that team.  About the time I could process that, they called our name again.  
We were 18th!  We were finalists at NOI! 
 
We came back from NOI energized and ready to got back to work.  We began to campaign for our OTCH.  IT isn’t easy and it 
isn’t cheap.  Aimee and I had to make some sacrifices.  We worked with some great trainers to get our exercises better and 
better.  Aimee, Connie Cleveland, Debi Snyder, Deb Neufeld and others whipped us into shape.  We went to trials, and some-
times we did well and sometimes we just did OK.  One of the things that happens to you in the OTCH trail is you get pretty 
greedy.  It’s no longer enough to qualify, it isn’t even enough to place.  You have to win.  You have to win because first place is 
where the OTCH points are.  Along the way Jake and I lost to some excellent dogs and trainers.  At one point Jean Rodowski 
suggested that I walk in the ring with one of my previously earned white ribbons and when they called out our fourth place, I 
would just raise up the one I had and say, “Never mind, I brought my own.” 
 
But soon, we started to win and we got all our First Place awards required for the OTCH.  For a while it seemed like we’d have 
to earn all 100 OTCH points one at a time, but then we started to win some big trials.  The next thing I knew, I was surrounded 
by people in Orlando celebrating our OTCH.  I have been involved in a lot of endeavors in my life, but I have never been in-
volved in one where so many people, people I didn’t even know, showed so much joy in my success.  And even though I don’t 
train at ODTC, it’s still our home club.  I couldn’t have been happier that we got our OTCh in the same building where my little 

Jake first learned to heel.  To everyone who had our back, and picked me up when I 
was down, thank you.  It takes a village 
to get an OTCH.  Thanks most of all to 
my wife and trainer Aimee without whom 
we couldn’t have seen the moon, much 
less gotten there.
